WATER BOTTLES – To reduce waste we ask that all children bring a named water bottle which we can refill on 
the night. 

MONEY – Money should be in a named purse (small change would be appreciated). 

DROPPING OFF YOUR CHILD – We encourage parents to walk to and from the disco with their children so as to 
reduce traffic in the area.  Access to the site is via the gate at the corner of the field or via the Foundation gate.  
The entrance for the disco is at the Foundation class entrance, when the doors open, we will register the children 
and collect their entrance fee of £3.00 per child. 



COLLECTING YOUR CHILD – When each disco finishes the DJ will get the children seated on the floor. Parent’s 
please come in from the hall door near the swimming pool / PTA garage, collect your child and leave with them. 
No children will be allowed out on their own.

USEFUL TIPS:
