Dropping Off Your Child 
 
• Please walk to and from the disco where possible to reduce traffic. 
• Access is via the Foundation Gate. 
• Disco entrance is through the Lower School doors opposite Middle School. 
• On arrival, children will be registered and their £4 entry fee collected (unless paid online). 
• Parents do not enter the disco area, but staff and parent helpers will be on hand to support any 
nervous first-timers. 
 
Collecting Your Child 
 
• At the end of each disco, the DJ will seat the children with their belongings. 
• Parents should collect from the hall door near the swimming pool. 
• Exit via the Foundation Gate. 
• No child will be allowed to leave alone, including Year 5 & 6.
